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Tips for delivering an inclusive workshop

Inviting a good mix of people

Have you thought, for example, about lesbians and gay men, disabled people, people from minority religions and cultures and from deprived social backgrounds, teenagers who hang out in the space, older people who use the space to watch the world go by or unemployed people who may use the space at different times from other groups? Please don’t feel the need to invite people in a tokenistic way, just think beyond the usual suspects. Ensure you have a reasonably representative mix, which will give you much richer results.
Planning a venue

When planning a venue, please consider proximity to the space you are assessing, proximity to public transport and what facilities are available to make the day comfortable for all who may wish to attend. You may like to consider the following:
· How close is the nearest venue to the site and would this venue still be appropriate if you had invited people with reduced mobility (how far is the walk from the site, is there full wheelchair/pram access throughout?)

· Is the venue ‘neutral’ enough to be welcoming to all (for example a religious building which may be seen as being for one group only)?

· What facilities are there for parents and children?

· Is there comfortable seating, considering people may be sitting for some time?

· If lunch is to be provided on the day, are you planning to ask invitees in advance about their dietary requirements?

· If you are applying as a local authority, have you discussed the event with your equalities or consultation team? They may have a useful list of venues detailing accessibility features. They may be able to lend you ramps, portable hearing loops or other items to make a venue more accessible.
